Amend S.B. No. 347, SECTION 1, by deleting Section 102.07(e) (page 1, lines 35‑38), and substituting the following:


(e)  Notwithstanding Subsection (a) of this section, brewers, distillers, manufacturers, nonresident manufacturers, nonresident sellers, and wineries may compensate a mixed beverage permittee for advertising or promotional activities to promote the brand name of the product advertised.
A BILL TO BE ENTITLED

AN ACT

relating to advertising by a mixed beverage permittee.


BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF TEXAS:


SECTION 1.  Section 102.07, Alcoholic Beverage Code, is amended by adding Subsection (e) to read as follows:


(e)  Notwithstanding Subsection (a) of this section, brewers and distillers may compensate a mixed beverage permittee for advertising or promotional activities to promote the brand name of the product advertised.

SECTION 2.  The importance of this legislation and the crowded condition of the calendars in both houses create an emergency and an imperative public necessity that the constitutional rule requiring bills to be read on three several days in each house be suspended, and this rule is hereby suspended, and that this Act take effect and be in force from and after its passage, and it is so enacted.
