SENATE CONCURRENT RESOLUTION


WHEREAS, The United States District Court for the Western District of Texas and the United States Court of Appeals for the 5th Circuit, in the case of LULAC, Council No. 4434, v. Clements, have held that the state's current method of electing district court judges, as applied in several counties, violates Section 2 of the federal Voting Rights Act; and


WHEREAS, The policy of the State of Texas expressed in its constitution and laws is that election of district court judges be by partisan, popular election; and


WHEREAS, It is necessary that the policies of the state be consistent with requirements of federal law, and it also is desirable that the legislature express its preference for resolution of the pending litigation; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the 73rd Legislature of the State of Texas hereby encourage the attorney general of Texas to settle the case of LULAC, Council No. 4434, v. Clements in accordance with the policy expressed herein and in as timely a manner as possible; and, be it further


RESOLVED, That an official copy of this resolution be forwarded to the attorney general of Texas as an official expression of the sentiment of the Legislature of the State of Texas.
