SENATE CONCURRENT RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, Founded in 1865, the Salvation Army is an international religious and charitable organization which strives to help clients remain out of jails and prisons, obtain a better education, learn a trade, and become contributing citizens again; and


WHEREAS, Guided by a love for God and a practical concern for the physical needs of the human race, the Salvation Army does not discriminate among individuals because of race, creed, color, sex, or age; and


WHEREAS, Over the years, the Salvation Army has ministered faithfully to the spiritual needs of innumerable persons and has succeeded in rescuing thousands of people from lives of drug and alcohol addiction; this noteworthy organization is indeed worthy of legislative recognition; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the 73rd Legislature of the State of Texas hereby commend and congratulate the Salvation Army on the opening of its new Adult Rehabilitation Center; and, be it further
