Lions Club and later the Bryan Evening Lions Club; he had also been

a director of the Lions Club camp for crippled children in Kerrville;

WHEREAS, Dr. Williams was well known as a football,

basketball, and track official at the high school and college levels;

WHEREAS, His memory will remain forever in the hearts and
