WHEREAS, Since 1976 he has served with distinction on the

Board of Directors of the First National Bank of Bastrop and has

held the positions of chairman and president; and


WHEREAS, His integrity, leadership, and sense of humor have

been guiding forces behind the growth and prosperity of the First

National Bank and its ability to meet the needs of area residents;

WHEREAS, Affectionately known as "Mr. Bastrop," this esteemed

gentleman was honored when the bank's community room was renamed

the Cecil B. Long Community Room; now, therefore, be it
