WHEREAS, A real pioneer in his field, Mr. Stark developed

the Opera and Performing Arts Society and the Student Conference

on National Affairs and the Great Issues and Political Forum

programs; and 


WHEREAS, A cultured and erudite gentleman, J. Wayne Stark

was also active in various arts and civic activities in the

College Station‑Bryan area as well as throughout Texas; and


WHEREAS, One of the most influential men ever to serve

Texas A&M University, Mr. Stark was retired from the

United States Army Reserve as a lieutenant colonel; he was also a

former president of the Association of College Unions‑International;

and


WHEREAS, His wise counsel and good judgment will be greatly

missed and remembered with gratitude by those whose lives he

touched; and


WHEREAS, Unquestionably a man of high principles and

moral integrity, his passing is mourned by all who knew him; now,
