and graduated in May, 1933, with a bachelor's degree in mathematics

and physics; and


WHEREAS, An erudite Texan and accomplished student,

Mr. Lindsey furthered his education at George Peabody College,

earning his master's degree in 1935; and


WHEREAS, He took a position as teacher in the

Sam Houston State Demonstration School; when the Huntsville

public schools took over the demonstration school, Mr. Lindsey

stayed on as the principal of the junior high school; and


WHEREAS, He accepted a job as the accountant for

Sam Houston State University in 1945 and became dean of admissions

and registrar in 1952; Mr. Lindsey remained with the university

until he retired in 1978; and


WHEREAS, He was honored in 1978 by the Board of Regents

of Sam Houston State University for his superior loyalty to the

school; he was also honored with an Award of Merit from the

National Association of Intercollegiate Athletics for his service

and was an ardent fan of the Bearkats athletics; he never missed

a home football game in more than 25 years; and


WHEREAS, A renowned educator, Mr. Lindsey served as a

member of the Huntsville School Board for 11 years; for six of

those years he was president of the school board; and


WHEREAS, His wise counsel and good judgment will be

greatly missed and remembered with gratitude by those whose

lives he touched; and


WHEREAS, Unquestionably a man of high principles and

integrity, his passing is mourned by all who knew him; now,

therefore, be it
