WHEREAS, In devoting much of his time to the betterment of

his community, the esteemed gentleman served with distinction as

president of the Angelina County Chamber of Commerce and the

Lufkin Lions Club; and

the Angelina County Bar Association, and the State Bar of Texas;

WHEREAS, A devoted husband and father, Mr. Denman will be
