J. R. Kilpatrick, maker of Kilpatrick flutes and piccolos;

George Springer owned Springer Music Service in Dallas and later

in Montalba; and


WHEREAS, This distinguished gentleman also authored

two books on maintenance and repair of band instruments; and


WHEREAS, Highly esteemed by his colleagues, George Springer

was a band director for 13 years for schools in Highland Park,

Dallas, Palestine, and Brownsboro; and


WHEREAS, This illustrious civic leader served for six years

as Associate Director of Pageantry for the Cotton Bowl and spent

five years as Associate Director of Pageantry at the State Fair

of Texas; he was employed for seven years as a university repair

technician, high school band clinician, and contest adjudicator

in Dallas; and


WHEREAS, Always active in professional organizations,

George Springer was a member of the National Association of

Musical Repair Technicians, Texas Musical Educators Association,

National Education Association, Texas State Teachers Association,

Texas Classroom Teachers Association, and the Texas Band Masters

Association; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Springer's wise counsel and good judgment will

be greatly missed and remembered with gratitude by those whose lives

he touched; and


WHEREAS, Rich in the wisdom of his years, George Springer

was unquestionably a man of high principles and integrity; his

passing is mourned by all who knew him; now, therefore, be it
