noble profession; she worked as a private duty nurse, but she also

was active as a volunteer and always was ready to help anyone in

need of medical assistance; and


WHEREAS, She married Arthur H. Nentwich on April 10, 1935,

and they shared many years of love and happiness; their marriage

was blessed with three children and grew in recent years to include

eight grandchildren; and


WHEREAS, Mrs. Nentwich was a member of the Deladonna Home

Demonstration Club, where she learned cooking, canning, sewing, and

needlework and also volunteered her time and experience by teaching

first aid classes to the other club members; she also was actively

involved in several other community organizations, including the

Southwest High School Parent‑Teacher Association and Athletic Club,

the Lytle Chapter of Order of the Eastern Star, and the Red Cross;

WHEREAS, In her service to her family, her patients, and her

community, Mrs. Nentwich demonstrated a rare spirit of compassion
