Colonel Bassett displayed exceptional leadership, professional

skill, and meticulous attention to detail in the execution of

his duties; and


WHEREAS, His service to his country has been marked by

true fidelity and allegiance; and


WHEREAS, Colonel Bassett is a shining example to each

of us of the unparalleled courage of the men who so stalwartly

defend our country and our cherished freedoms in time of peace

and war; and

presence of Colonel and Mrs. Delbert M. Bassett when they arrive

in Arlington to resume their Texas residency in anticipation of

a new career and to become an integral part of the community;
