WHEREAS, An esteemed individual who consistently manifests

loyalty and concern for his fellowman, Jack Carney has visited North

and South Korea to discuss POW/MIAs with Korean leaders and was part

of a Veterans of Foreign Wars delegation to meet with Desert Shield

commanders and frontline troops during Operation Desert Shield; and


WHEREAS, Jack Carney is a Life Member of Veterans of Foreign

Wars Post 4643, Satellite Beach, Florida, as well as American Legion

Post 163, and Elks Lodge 1744 of Melbourne; his national committee
