WHEREAS, The Senate of the State of Texas is pleased to

recognize the Rotary Club of San Antonio for its excellent program,

Diploma Plus High School Drop Out Project; and


WHEREAS, This innovative program was developed as a way to

help students at risk of dropping out of high school to stay in

school until they graduate; and


WHEREAS, It is essential to motivate at‑risk students to

stay in school and receive at least their basic education in order

for them to become responsible adults who contribute to their

communities; and


WHEREAS, In Texas, the school drop‑out rate is so high

that the private sector has begun to help address this severe

problem; and


WHEREAS, The Rotary Club of San Antonio has created an

outstanding program to help these potential dropouts stay in

school; known as Diploma Plus, the program has grown from an

initial 150 awards over the last four years to the present 650;

and


WHEREAS, Rotarians have raised $325,000 in private funds

to help finance the Diploma Plus program; students who qualify for

help are high school seniors who, upon being accepted in the

program, receive $50 monthly checks if they maintain at least a

C average and attend school 95 per cent of the time; and


WHEREAS, The overwhelming success of the Diploma Plus

program has prompted several other Rotary Clubs to seriously examine

the possibility of sponsoring similar programs; now, therefore, be
