WHEREAS, Located in the mountains northwest of Mexico City

near one of the richest veins of silver in the hemisphere,

Guanajuato was founded by the Spanish in 1548 and recently was

declared a national historic monument; the city is noted for its

picturesque winding streets and graceful Spanish architecture, and

among the city's many fine museums and historical sites is the home

of Diego Rivera, the celebrated Mexican artist and muralist; and
