WHEREAS, First appointed administrative judge of the Second

Administrative Judicial District by Governor W. Lee O'Daniel in

1940, Judge Rogers served in both positions until 1964; he held

the administrative judgeship until his retirement in 1983; and


WHEREAS, His wise counsel and sound judgment were sought

in many areas; Judge Rogers was a member of the Texas Supreme

Court's committee that established the State Bar of Texas and

served with distinction as director of the state bar in 1940

and 1941; and


WHEREAS, Recognized by his associates for his expertise

and exceptional abilities, Judge Rogers was named one of the

12 foremost jurists in Texas in 1962; he freely gave of his time

and energies as a member of the Texas Civil Judicial Council and

as Director of the National Conference of Metropolitan Judges; and


WHEREAS, This remarkable gentleman is truly deserving of

the long and productive life with which he has been blessed; now,
