WHEREAS, An amazingly astute and talented businessman,

Mr. Sanchez was also Director and Chairman of the Board of the

International Bank of Commerce of Laredo and of its subsidiaries

in San Antonio, McAllen, Edinburg, Rio Grande City, Weslaco,

Harlingen, Shary, Mission, Zapata, and Brownsville; he was Chairman

of the Board and a co‑owner and active participator in the

Sanchez‑O'Brien Petroleum Group, the Sanchez Cattle Company, and

Sanchez‑Investment, Incorporated; and


WHEREAS, A. R. Sanchez was a distinguished and exemplary

gentleman and was highly respected in his community and by people

across the state for his exceptional accomplishments; and


WHEREAS, A man of integrity, strength, and generosity, he

gave willingly of his time and energy to help others; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Sanchez will long be remembered as a man of

adventure, charm, warmth, and intelligence who lived his life to the

fullest; and
