she founded her folklorico dance company in 1974 in an effort to

instill in children a love of the arts; and


WHEREAS, Rosa Guerrero travels across the United States

as a consultant speaking to students and teachers, often taking

her dance company with her; the joy of dance she learned as a child

is reflected through her dance troupe to audiences throughout the

country; for her cultural contributions, Mrs. Guerrero has received

the Valley Forge Freedoms Foundation Award; and
