WHEREAS, In 1987, Mr. Wang amassed enough capital to start

MetroBank; MetroBank's assets have grown from about $3 million in

its beginning to about $180 million today; and


WHEREAS, In 1989, Mr. Wang started New Era Life Insurance with

the goal of providing insurance to the Asian community; it has been

remarkably successful; and


WHEREAS, Touted for his countless hours spent in charitable

activities, Mr. Wang feels that money and effort should be returned

to the neighborhood economy; and


WHEREAS, The Houston area is fortunate indeed to count this

notable man among its inhabitants; in 1987‑1988 he served as

President of the Houston Chinese Chamber of Commerce; he was First

Vice President of the Houston Chinese American Lions Club from

1987‑1988 and is presently on the Board of Directors; Mr. Wang was

appointed by the mayor of Houston in 1986 to serve on the Houston

Police Advisory Committee; in addition, he was also appointed to

serve as Chairman of the Board of the Small Business Development

Company of Houston; and


WHEREAS, The varied and worthwhile activities of this

outstanding Texan also include serving as a member of the Board

of Directors of the Greater Houston Partnership, American Leadership

Forum, and the Greater Houston Partnership's World Trade Division;
