WHEREAS, An enthusiastic supporter of athletics, Dr. Sanchez

served as athletic director from 1984‑1993, supervising the coaching

of baseball, volleyball, and tennis; in his honor, the school has

dedicated its baseball field as "Crispin 'Doc' Sanchez Field"; and


WHEREAS, In his position as dean, Dr. Sanchez's

responsibilities also included assisting with the orientation

for new students of each instructional division, counseling students

for academic advisement, helping students with academic problems,

and evaluating curriculum and requirements for satisfactory academic

progress and degree requirements; and


WHEREAS, A talented speaker who is knowledgeable in many

areas, Dr. Sanchez made numerous professional presentations; he

appeared as a guest lecturer at Northwestern University to speak

on "Educational Problems of Mexican‑Americans," presented "A Report

Requesting the Establishment of a Full State Supported Community

College System in Texas" to a Constitutional Revision Committee,

and presented "Advising Minority Students" to the Southern Region

of Academic Affairs Administrators; and


WHEREAS, Dr. Sanchez's distinguished leadership contributed

significantly to the growth of services and quality of education

at Laredo Junior College, and he has been a positive influence on

the lives of innumerable students; and


WHEREAS, Laredo Junior College has greatly benefitted from
