WHEREAS, The project included a historical exhibition, a

symposium, public programming, and a 29‑page booklet examining

the cultures and experiences of Texas Native Americans in the

Republic period (1836‑1846); and


WHEREAS, The museum borrowed a large number of high‑quality

artifacts for the exhibits which included recreating the inside of

a Plains Indian tepee; the exhibits represented, through art work

and artifacts, the Plains Indians, the Woodland Indians, and the

Prairie Indians; and


WHEREAS, The Star of the Republic Museum is a tremendously

valuable cultural, historical, and educational center for Washington

County; the Curator of Exhibits, Sherry Humphries, and all who

participated in "Sorrow Whispers in the Wind" deserve to be proud

of their successful efforts; now, therefore, be it
