WHEREAS, Always active in civic and community affairs,

Mrs. Shelton designed the first official Night in Old San Antonio

poster for the San Antonio Conservation Society in 1983; over the

years she also painted highly sought‑after paper bags to be sold

at the Night in Old San Antonio; and


WHEREAS, Her genuine warmth and cheerfulness will be missed

by her many friends; and


WHEREAS, Throughout her long career in San Antonio,

Mrs. Shelton taught fashion illustration and the history of

costuming at Trinity University; her absence from the art world
