WHEREAS, Public‑spirited and determined to better his

community, Judge Davis was a member of the Brazos Lions Club,

the Brazos Valley Development Council, Bryan City Mission, the

Bryan‑College Station Chamber of Commerce, American Legion Post

159, and Brazos Union Masonic Lodge 129; and


WHEREAS, Unfailingly courteous and considerate in his

dealings with others, Judge Davis was a gentleman in the truest
