died; and


WHEREAS, Brave and patriotic, John Alexander was a war hero

whose dreams of returning to his homeland ended with his tragic

death; and


WHEREAS, It is appropriate that the City of Laredo

pay tribute to the life and memory of this fine citizen, and

John Alexander would be proud today to know that a high school in

his hometown had been named in his honor; and


WHEREAS, John Alexander's mother and sisters have saluted his

memory by donating family land for the new high school, and their

generous gift will undoubtedly be a tremendous benefit to many

young Laredoans for years to come; now, therefore, be it
