WHEREAS, Public spirited and determined to do his best

to address the needs of his fellow citizens, Mr. Houston served

as chairman of the Board of Regents of Texas Woman's University,

as chairman of the Texas Department of Highways and Public

Transportation, and as a member of the Joint Advisory Committee

on Government Operations for the State of Texas; and


WHEREAS, A trustee of the San Antonio Medical Foundation

and director emeritus of the Development Board of the Institute of

Texan Cultures, Mr. Houston also lent his wisdom and wise counsel

to the Southwest Research Institute and United Way; and


WHEREAS, A man of many talents and interests, he enjoyed

ranching and flying; and


WHEREAS, His honor and integrity knew no bounds, and he

will be remembered as a respected man of high moral principle; now,
