debris and written letters to over 75 companies; and


WHEREAS, The project was one of 22 selected from

600 applications for funding by the National Science Teacher's

Association and Toyota Motor Sales U.S.A.; and


WHEREAS, A gifted and resourceful teacher, Terri Clark has

inspired her students to take an avid interest in their environment;

and


WHEREAS, The students have spent many hours collecting

and identifying material and they have been asked to provide

information from their unique educational project to the Center

for Marine Conservation based in Washington, D.C.; and


WHEREAS, Considering the growing need for environmental

awareness and clean‑up throughout the country, the efforts of

these students and their teacher are truly exemplary and the

project is an important ecological contribution to our state;

now, therefore, be it
