WHEREAS, Paper products are the largest component of the

nation's trash; Texas consumed an estimated 325,000 tons of waste

paper in 1988 and in 1990 the state had a recovery rate of only about

17 percent; and


WHEREAS, Each ton of recycled paper has been estimated

to save over three cubic yards of landfill space; in 1989, 20.9

million tons of waste paper were used for domestic recycling that

would otherwise have been sent to a landfill, spread to a depth of

10 feet covering an area of six square miles; and


WHEREAS, In an effort to increase the market for recycled

goods and promote the recycling of paper products, the Environmental

Coalition of Students is advocating that Texas textbooks and teaching

materials be made of recycled paper; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the Senate of the State of Texas,

73rd Legislature, hereby commend and encourage the leadership of

the Environmental Coalition of Students in its exceptional efforts

to encourage the use of recycled paper in Texas textbooks and

teaching materials; and, be it further


RESOLVED, That an official copy of this Resolution be prepared

for the Environmental Coalition of Students (ECOS) as an expression

of high regard by the Texas Senate.
