almost doubled and his company became very profitable; in 1966,

Mr. McMillan sold all of his interests in Jax in order to assume

the Coors distributorship for Tarrant County; and


WHEREAS, Capitalizing on his expertise, Mr. McMillan

purchased all of his partner's stock in the distributorship and

became sole owner; his business continued to expand and he opened

another warehouse facility in Arlington; in 1982 the business

expanded again and was moved to its present location in a 127,000

square foot building on Interstate 35; and


WHEREAS, This extraordinarily capable gentleman and civic

leader's activities have contributed to the steady growth of his

town and his state; now, therefore, be it
