SENATE RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, The Senate of the State of Texas is proud to

recognize Paul F. Crouch and Janice W. Crouch, founders of the

Trinity Broadcasting Network, on the grand occasion of the

network's 20th anniversary; and


WHEREAS, Paul and Jan Crouch were pioneers in the field

of Christian television when they founded Trinity Broadcasting

Network 20 years ago; and


WHEREAS, Paul Crouch began his exceptional career in radio

and television in the early 1950s by building an educational AM

radio station on the campus of Central Bible Institute and Seminary;

in 1955, he graduated from the institute with a major in theology;

and


WHEREAS, After serving as an assistant pastor at Assemblies

of God Churches in South Dakota and Michigan and as a radio announcer

and manager of KRSD‑TV in Rapid City, South Dakota, Mr. Crouch was

appointed by the Assemblies of God to lead its newly formed department

of television and motion film production in Burbank, California; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Crouch and his wife founded Trinity Broadcasting

Network after Mr. Crouch had served as a successful general manager

for radio and television stations in Corona and Los Angeles;

Mr. Crouch was awarded the honorary degree of Litterarum Doctor from

the California Graduate School of Theology in Glendale, California,

and an honorary Doctor of Laws degree from Oral Roberts University

for his pioneering work in Christian television; and


WHEREAS, Janice Crouch, whose father was an Assembly of

God pastor, regularly co‑hosts the Trinity Broadcasting Network

"Praise the Lord" program, a live satellite broadcast seen five

nights a week from coast to coast in the United States; in 1990,

she was awarded the honorary Doctor of Humane Letters degree from

Oral Roberts University for her pioneering work and contributions

in the field of Christian television broadcasting; and


WHEREAS, One year after it was founded, Trinity Broadcasting

Network purchased its first television station; since then, under

Mr. Crouch's direction, Trinity Broadcasting Network has become the

largest group owner of broadcast television stations in the world

with over 340 television stations worldwide; and


WHEREAS, In addition, Trinity Broadcasting Network's

programming is heard around the world through its short wave radio

station, Superpower KTBN, and throughout the Caribbean, Europe,

and Africa via its affiliated radio station, Radio Paradise; and


WHEREAS, A remarkably successful network, Trinity

Broadcasting Network became the fifth programmer in the nation to

access satellite, and today Trinity Broadcasting Network is carried

on 1,700 cable affiliate systems with access to nearly 16 million

subscribers; and


WHEREAS, An innovative and highly respected network,

Trinity Broadcasting Network is renowned for combining its

original, fresh programming with established, nationally known

programming; it is a 24‑hour Christian programming network that

represents over 15 denominational points of view; now, therefore,

be it


RESOLVED, That the Senate of the State of Texas,

73rd Legislature, hereby commend Paul and Janice Crouch for creating

an outstanding Christian network and extend best wishes to all who

work at Trinity Broadcasting Network for a joyous 20th anniversary;
