WHEREAS, The program coordinators for the agreement will

distribute to each institution information about the faculty,

facilities, research, publications, library materials, and educational

resources of the other institution; and


WHEREAS, This historic agreement will undoubtedly have

far‑reaching implications for the communities of both universities as

it involves exchanges of students and faculty members and an exchange

of a wealth of information regarding each university system and the

culture it represents; and


WHEREAS, This agreement has been established in the spirit of House Resolution No. 448, 73rd Legislature, which promotes friendship and commerce and mutually beneficial social, economic, educational, and cultural programs involving the people of the State of Texas and the Republic of Ghana; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the Senate of the State of Texas,

73rd Legislature, hereby commend The University of Texas at Austin

and the University of Ghana on establishing this significant

Agreement of Academic and Scientific Cooperation; and, be it further


RESOLVED, That a copy of this Resolution be prepared for both

universities as an expression of esteem from the Texas Senate.
