WHEREAS, This proponent of progress presided over the

completion of the 911 emergency call program, making the service

available to everyone in Kendall County; and


WHEREAS, Over the years, Judge Perry has garnered many

awards:  in 1981, he won the Citizen of the Year award from the

Greater Boerne Area Chamber of Commerce; in 1982, he won the

San Antonio Conservation Society Special Book Award; and in 1984,

he won the Historian Award from the Greater Boerne Area Chamber

of Commerce; truly this gentleman has been an illustrious public
