WHEREAS, An exemplary gentleman, Judge Nye is admired and

respected by his colleagues and the people of the legal community,

and his presence on the court of appeals will be greatly missed; it

is heartening to know that he will remain active in appellate work

by serving Of Counsel to the law firm of Chaves, Gonzales and
