WHEREAS, A member of University Park Methodist Church

in Dallas and the Tehuacana United Methodist Church, Mr. Wynn was

also active in the Southwest Cattle Raisers Association; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Wynn was a respected and great‑hearted gentleman

who was devoted to his family, his church, and his country; he will

be remembered for his exemplary life in devoted service to helping

his fellowman; now, therefore, be it
