WHEREAS, The renowned educator supervised excavations at the

famous Lubbock Lake Site, and, in 1929, took the lead in creating

a regional museum; and


WHEREAS, Dr. Holden was a member of numerous professional

organizations, including the Texas Institute of Letters, Texas

Antiquities Commission, Philosophical Society of Texas, Texas

Archaeological Society, Texas State Historical Association, and

the American Association of Museums; and


WHEREAS, This renowned scientist had many honors to his

credit and was listed in Who's Who in America, American Men

of Science, The Author's and Writer's Who's Who, Dictionary

of International Biography, and International Dictionary of

Anthropologists; and


WHEREAS, Dr. Holden considered his greatest achievements

to be the Lubbock Lake Landmark, the Southwest Collection, the

Texas Tech Museum, the Ranching Heritage Center, and the

establishment of the graduate studies programs at Texas Tech

University; he combined vision, talent, energy, and dedication
