WHEREAS, The Senate of the State of Texas joins the

citizens of San Antonio in mourning the loss of former city

councilman and state boxing commissioner Roy Sanchez Padilla,

who died May 18, 1993, at the age of 79; and

WHEREAS, An astute businessman, Roy Padilla founded the

AAA Delivery Service in 1946 and A&A Realtors in 1967; and


WHEREAS, He served as president of the Mexican‑American

Chamber of Commerce in 1959 and was appointed to fill a vacancy

on the San Antonio City Council in 1960; as a member of the Good

Government League he won reelection to his council seat in 1961

and 1963; and


WHEREAS, A gregarious individual who loved people,

Mr. Padilla was a member of numerous social organizations; he

belonged to the Optimist Club and helped found and served as

president of the Optimist Club chapter in Corpus Christi; and


WHEREAS, He was an avid sportsman who loved to play golf

and to take his family deep‑sea fishing in Corpus Christi; he was

also a boxing promoter and served the state as boxing commissioner

for many years; and


WHEREAS, In devoting much of his time to the betterment of

his community, the respected individual achieved recognition in his

work as one of the founders of the Mexican American Legal Defense

and Educational Fund and as a member of the League of United Latin

American Citizens No. 2; and


WHEREAS, He leaves a legacy of compassion and commitment

that will be cherished by those who lived and worked with him; now,

therefore, be it
