WHEREAS, The Buena Vida Minority Health Coalition Program

was created by numerous civic and social agencies; it is a

community‑based network of agencies helping to improve lifestyles

and construct environments conducive to healthier lives; and


WHEREAS, Through private donations and a state grant, the

Santo Nino Branch Library began operations in 1992 in one of the

city's most disadvantaged neighborhoods; the library promotes

literacy through general equivalency diploma classes and English as

a Second Language classes; and


WHEREAS, The City of Laredo has taken a leadership role in

solving problems that have for years affected people from

disadvantaged backgrounds and neighborhoods, and Laredoans deserve

to be proud of the city's worthy endeavors; now, therefore, be it
