WHEREAS, His splendid record in the line of duty includes

spending November and December of 1987 as Officer in Charge at

the Atlanta Penitentiary; Agent Reyes and 100 men conducted a

clean‑up operation after the Cuban inmates in the prison rioted,

burned, and took control of the facility; Agent Reyes's courage

under such duress showed his outstanding bravery; and


WHEREAS, His diligence and ability in the performance of

his duties have been truly impressive; now, therefore, be it
