that his business acumen was unsurpassed; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Reynolds was born in Columbus, Kansas,

and pursued his higher education in California; he received

his bachelor's degree from Fresno State College and his master's

degree in public administration‑city management from the University

of Southern California in Los Angeles; and


WHEREAS, Courageous and patriotic, Jack Reynolds served in

the United States Army Intelligence in Guam from 1954 to 1957; and
