WHEREAS, His impact on his community was far‑reaching; many

residents of ranches as well as small business owners give credit to

Mr. Schnelle for enabling them to remain on their property or own

WHEREAS, A man of high principles and integrity,

Mr. Schnelle's wise counsel and good judgment will be greatly

missed and remembered with gratitude by those whose lives he touched;

WHEREAS, Mr. Schnelle was a respected and vital man in his
