WHEREAS, John Lightfoot began his noteworthy law enforcement

career when he was elected sheriff of Nacogdoches County in 1960; he

took the oath of office January 1, 1961; he served the citizens of

Nacogdoches County with courage and integrity for 24 years, retiring

on December 31, 1984; and


WHEREAS, A concerned and active member of his profession,

John Lightfoot was president of the Sheriffs' Association in 1976

and 1977; in 1983 and 1984, he was president of the East Texas Peace

Officers' Association; and


WHEREAS, During the course of his illustrious career,

Sheriff Lightfoot served under six different governors: 

Price Daniel, John Connally, Preston Smith, Dolph Briscoe,

William P. Clements, Jr., and Mark White; his performance of his

duties was exemplary; and


WHEREAS, In 1982, Sheriff Lightfoot was awarded the

Tom Tellepsen Award, the highest possible honor in law enforcement;

and


WHEREAS, John Lightfoot is one of those courageous men who

risk their lives every day to protect the homes, neighborhoods,

and communities of our citizens; he is truly worthy of legislative

recognition; now, therefore, be it
