Senate Committee Report (Amended)

BACKGROUND
Currently, military veterans and other persons with military-related service and survivors of certain military veterans are exempt from tuition, fees, and charges at public institution of higher education.  This exemption is granted even if the person is in default of an educational loan made under a federal program to provide or guarantee loans for educational purposes.

PURPOSE
As proposed, H.B. 699 rescinds the exemption from tuition, fees, and charges at public institutions of higher education if the person is in default of an educational loan made under a federal program.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY
It is the committee's opinion that this bill does not grant any additional rulemaking authority to a state officer, institution, or agency.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSIS
SECTION 1.
Amends Section 54.203(d), Education Code, to provide that a person is covered by the exemption if his right to benefits under federal legislation is extinguished at the time of his registration, except that a person is not eligible for an exemption from fees under this section if the person's right to benefits under federal legislation is extinguished because the person is in default of repayment of a loan made to the person under a federal program to provide or guarantee loans for educational purposes.  Provides that a person is not eligible for the exemption if the person is in default on a loan or guaranteed for educational purposes by the State of Texas.

SECTION 2.
Provides that the change in law made by this Act applies to tuition, fees, and charges beginning with the fall 1995 semester.

SECTION 3.
Emergency clause.
