Committee Report (Unamended)

BACKGROUND
Article 6674m, V.T.C.S. provides for partial payments for highway improvement contracts.  The statute authorizes partial payments of 95% of the value of the work done and requires retainage of the remaining 5% of the contract price until the entire work is completed and accepted.

PURPOSE
To exempt state highway improvement contracts for maintenance and for the making of plans and surveys from existing contract retainage requirements.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY
It is the committee's opinion that this bill does not expressly grant any additional rulemaking authority to a state officer, department, agency, or institution.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSIS
SECTION 1.  Amends Article 6674m, V.T.C.S. to exempt from retainage requirements contracts for maintenance and contracts for plans and surveys preliminary to construction, reconstruction, or maintenance of a state highway.

SECTION 2.  Provides that this change in law applies only to a contract awarded on or after the effective date of this Act.

SECTION 3.  Emergency Clause.
