BACKGROUND
The board of trustees of the Police Officers' Pension System is entrusted with general administration, management and responsibility for the operation of the pension system.  The trustees are required to serve without compensation.  The salaries of the elected trustees conducting official business are paid by the city as though they were performing their regular police duties.

PURPOSE
As proposed, H.B. 2687 sets forth provisions relating to service on the boards of trustees of retirement systems for police officers in certain municipalities.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY
It is the committee's opinion that this bill does not grant any additional rulemaking authority to a state officer, institution, or agency.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSIS
SECTION 1.
Amends Section 4(a), Article 6243g-1, V.T.C.S., to provide that elected members of the Police Officers' Pension Board (pension board) of the Police Officers' Pension System (pension system) are entitled to leave from the elected member's police department employer to attend to the official business of the pension system.  Authorizes the pension system to elect to adequately compensate the city for the loss of service of the elected member, if the city employing the elected members of the pension board withholds compensation of an elected member who is attending to official business of the pension system.  Requires the city to pay to the member his regular compensation as if no loss of service occurred, once the pension board makes this election, which amounts shall be remitted from the fund to the city.

SECTION 2.
Emergency clause.



Effective date:  90 days after adjournment.
