Committee Report (Unamended)

BACKGROUND
Currently law, Vernon's Texas Civil Statutes, Article 6701d regulates the level of window and windshield tinting on a motor vehicle.  These regulations specify the minimum percentage of light which tinted windows must transmit for safety purposes. This law applies to the tinting of windows of undercover law enforcement vehicles.

PURPOSE
This bill excludes undercover law enforcement vehicles from the current tinting limits specified by statute.  Excluding these will help insure the officer's or agent's protection and anonymity.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY
It is the committee's opinion that this bill does not expressly grant any additional rulemaking authority to a state officer, department, agency, or institution.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSIS
SECTION 1: Amends Vernon's Texas Civil Statutes, Article 6701d, Section 134C is amended by adding Subsection (n) exempting vehicles maintained by a law enforcement agency and is used for law enforcement purposes.

SECTION 2: Emergency clause and Effective Date as upon passage.

Pursuant to a public notice posted on March 30, 1995 at 6:02 p.m., the House Committee on Transportation met in a public hearing on Wednesday, April 5, 1995 at 2:00 p.m. or upon adjournment, in room E1.014 of the Capitol Extension and was called to order at 6:30 p.m. by the Chair, Representative Clyde Alexander after the House recessed.  The Chair laid out H.B. 3062 by Combs, which was pending before the committee.  Representative Price moved that the committee report H.B. 3062 to the full House with the recommendation that it do pass.  The motion prevailed by the following vote: Ayes (7), Nayes (0), Absent (2), Present not voting (0).
