H.B. No. 1302

AN ACT

relating to the powers of the Tanglewood Forest Municipal Utility District. 


BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF TEXAS:


SECTION 1.  In this Act, "district" means the Tanglewood Forest Municipal Utility District. 


SECTION 2.  Notwithstanding Section 54.236, Water Code, the district may use general operating funds to install, operate, and maintain street or security lighting in an area in the district:



(1)  that has had water utilities and streets installed for not less than eight years; and



(2)  in which the developer of the area has not installed street or security lighting as required as a condition to the municipality's granting its consent to the creation of the district under Section 54.016, Water Code. 


SECTION 3.  The importance of this legislation and the crowded condition of the calendars in both houses create an emergency and an imperative public necessity that the constitutional rule requiring bills to be read on three several days in each house be suspended, and this rule is hereby suspended, and that this Act take effect and be in force from and after its passage, and it is so enacted.
