A BILL TO BE ENTITLED

AN ACT

relating to the Medicaid administrative match the Health and Human Services Commission receives from the federal government on behalf of certain state agencies and public schools. 


BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF TEXAS:


SECTION 1.  Article 4413(502), Revised Statutes, is amended by adding Section 16A to read as follows:


Sec. 16A.  MEDICAID REIMBURSEMENTS.  (a)  The comptroller shall deposit to the credit of the undedicated portion of the general revenue fund 50 percent of the Medicaid administrative match the commission receives from the federal government on behalf of a state agency for costs incurred by the state agency in administering a Medicaid program. 


(b)  The comptroller shall deposit to the credit of an account in the general revenue fund 10 percent of the Medicaid administrative match the commission receives from the federal government on behalf of a school district for costs incurred by the school district in administering a Medicaid program.  Money in the account may be appropriated to the commission only to provide health care services to school‑age children. 


(c)  The amount deposited by the comptroller under this section is computed by subtracting from the Medicaid administrative match the amount agreed by contract to cover the commission's administrative costs for filing the reimbursement claim on the state agency's or school district's behalf. 


SECTION 2.  This Act takes effect September 1, 1995. 


SECTION 3.  The importance of this legislation and the crowded condition of the calendars in both houses create an emergency and an imperative public necessity that the constitutional rule requiring bills to be read on three several days in each house be suspended, and this rule is hereby suspended.
