A BILL TO BE ENTITLED

AN ACT

relating to a clarification of the appraisal review board protest hearing and good cause hearing. 


BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF TEXAS:


SECTION 1.  Section 41.45, Property Tax Code, amends Subsection (d) to read as follows:


(d)  An appraisal review board consisting of more than three members may sit in panels of not fewer than three members to conduct protest hearings.  [However, the determination of a protest heard by a panel must be made by the board.]  The appraisal review board panel hearing the protest is empowered to determine the protest and make its decision by written order.  If the panel hearing the protest defers determination of the protest to the full appraisal review board, the property owner initiating the protest is entitled to an opportunity to appear before the full appraisal review board to offer evidence or argument.  The property owner may offer evidence or argument by affidavit as provided in Subsection (b).  The property owner is entitled to notice of the hearing of the protest by the full appraisal review board as provided in Section 41.46. 


SECTION 2.  This Act takes effect September 1, 1995. 


SECTION 3.  The importance of this legislation and the crowded condition of the calendars in both houses creates an emergency and an imperative public necessity that the constitutional rule requiring bills to be read on three several days in each house be suspended, and this rule is hereby suspended, and that this Act take effect and be in force from and after its passage, and it is so enacted.
