WHEREAS, The unique appeal of Seaport Coffee has attracted the attention of aficionados nationwide, and to meet the burgeoning demand Seaport Coffee has been made available in all 50 states; and


WHEREAS, Always in the vanguard of technological advancement, the Texas Coffee Company in 1968 began packaging its product in vacuum‑packed foil bags, establishing a process that now is the industry standard; and


WHEREAS, As distinctive as the proud state where it originates, Seaport Coffee will serve as a fitting symbol of the industrious and innovative spirit with which Texans are justly identified; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the 74th Legislature of the State of Texas hereby designate Seaport Coffee as the official State Coffee of Texas.
