HOUSE CONCURRENT RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, The Texas Legislature heartily endorses the goals of the Lorenzo de Zavala Youth Legislative Session and applauds the National Hispanic Institute for sponsoring this valuable program; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the 74th Legislature of the State of Texas hereby grant permission to the National Hispanic Institute, in accordance with the rules of the house and senate and the policies of their respective committees on administration, to use the house and senate chambers on July 26‑28, 1995, for the purpose of conducting the 13th annual Lorenzo de Zavala Youth Legislative Session, provided that the house of representatives and senate are not in session.
