HOUSE CONCURRENT RESOLUTION


WHEREAS, This year marks the 100th year in which women have been elected to represent the interests of their fellow citizens at the statewide level and this significant milestone in the evolution of women's participation in governmental affairs is indeed deserving of special commemoration; and
