WHEREAS, Named "Lawman of the Year" by the Texas State Sheriffs Association, this distinguished Texan was the arresting officer of notorious criminal Henry Lee Lucas; one year later, Mr. Conway retired, ending a remarkable career in law enforcement that spanned 26 years; and


WHEREAS, Not only a dedicated public servant but a devoted husband and father as well, Mr. Conway enjoyed a happy and successful marriage to his wife of 25 years, Jennie Lee; he also took great pride in the accomplishments of his six children, 16 grandchildren, and 13 great‑grandchildren; and


WHEREAS, Those who were privileged to know Mr. Conway will not soon forget the courage and commitment he brought to each facet of his life, both personal and professional; loved and respected by countless friends, he was a man of tremendous integrity who will long be remembered by the many people whose lives he touched during his years on this earth; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 74th Texas Legislature hereby pay tribute to the life of former Montague County Sheriff W. F.
